General VCS organisations – This includes voluntary and community sector organisations and partnerships that do not deliver infrastructure support (see above). These organisations range from ‘frontline’ service providers working directly with children, young people and families, to local, subregional, regional and national third sector organisations.

Public and private sector organisations – This includes public and private sector organisations and services that support or have an interest in the CYPF VCS and want to participate in and support G:up’s events and activities.
